A Shori History of Solent Dolphin

Solent Doelphin was conceived in 1957 by the MNew Forest Rotary
Cluly tor the purpese of taking people with disakilities out 1o sea on
day trips. Through the single-mindedness of  those early members
who championed the project, the first boat was buoilt and adapted for
peaple with disabilities, and was launched in 1989,

Mr and Mrs MacGregor were returning home atter attending the
Winchester Cathedral Memorial Service for the wvictims of the
Clapham Rail Disaster - one of whom was their daughter Alison, who
had been sailing in the Solent only the day before she met her
untimely death - when they heard a local radio appeal for funds for the
Fuilding of a boat for people with disakilitics. They responded with
a large denation to the fund in her memory, and the boat was thus
named MA ALSON MacGREGOR.

In 19497, with all the cxpericnce of the first boat. the Board of
[irectors decided o build a new purpose-designed boat, the second
MA ALISON MacGREGOR, which is in operation today. She was
named by our Patron Simon Weston OBE in May 1997 &t a ceremeny
in Hythe, our home port for the boat,

Since then. the popularity of the MA ALSON MaeGREGOR trips has
aroran enormously. Today the boat goes out 7 days a week, 3 imes &
day, from the beginning of May till the end of September, taking more
than 3000 passengers on trips around Southampton waters, The boat
i5 crewed and maintained by trained and qualificd volunteers, none of
whom is paid. Solent Dolphin has some 60-70 volunteer members,
wheo give of their valuable time to the service. We are financially
completely selt-supporting through the generous donstions and gifts
from well-wishers,

Solent Dalphin is Registered Charity (no, 900604 ) and is managed by
& Board of Directors and a Management Committee of Skippers and
Officers for the sole purpose of giving people, who might otherwise
not manage 1t becavse of their disabilities, the pleasure of gening oul
to sca for the day.
